3 Art Workshops in Weyburn:

The following workshops are an extension of the two artist exhibition, “The Third Sound”, featuring the paintings of Alicia Popoff and the sculptures of Leslie Potter. The exhibition, featured for September at the Allie Griffin Art Gallery, is about the interactions and harmony between the artworks: a “visual dialogue”. Both artists reside in Saskatoon.

"WELDED STEEL SCULPTURAL ART"

A 2-day workshop taught by Les Potter.

Participants will create a "tabletop" sized work of art - either freestanding or a relief sculpture - from scrap metal.

Objectives of the workshop are to free the imagination, and explore the energy of steel as sculptural art. By having the opportunity to explore steel's flexibility, permanence and lyrical potential, participants will acquire welding & sculptural skills and techniques.

There will be one-on-one welding instruction for everyone,  based on his/her needs.  Discussions and critiques, time permitting, will take place at the end of the day.

Requirements: Welding experience an asset, but not necessary.

    leather.  Boots are permitted over shoes; ear plugs and safety glasses are required.

"CREATIVE and INNOVATIVE APPROACHES TO PAINTING”

This hands-on workshop and seminar is about process and flow – and deepening our experience and appreciation of creativity. It's about making art – how to be flexible and innovative – and finding a good fit in personal style and approach while increasing depth, purpose and enjoyment in art making. Discussion will focus on how to collaborate, how to facilitate a visual dialogue, contemporary art in general, the participants' art, and Alicia's art on view in the gallery.
The hands-on component will feature acrylic painting as well as mixed media, including practice on incorporating collage into a composition. These simple, imaginative projects will help participants to work more openly, free from obstructions, with more creativity in his/her painting,

Objectives of the workshop are to deepen participants' appreciation of contemporary art practice, plus the creative processes involved in art making.

"THE BEAUTY OF ABSTRACTION"

Participants will work through a simple process of creating three different acrylic paintings that start from a still life or figure and gradually progresses to a more abstract and imaginative composition. This project is very helpful and insightful into how we can transform our art by approaching it in new and innovative ways. Light, colours and textures experienced through our surroundings, become integrated into an imaginative process with lines, marks and shapes.

By creating an abstract, imaginative artwork, participants will achieve a deeper appreciation of non-objective work, and how abstraction evolves from representational work. It will help us appreciate how abstracting art through simplification and looking at the essential in a work can free us up creatively.
This hands-on workshop includes much discussion about art terms and abstraction.
